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Abstract
Everyday, all around the world, money from international currency and financial institutions flows to other institutions, banks and countries of operations.

The EBRD have helped and supported many countries and hundreds of projects from its settlement. It is focused on countries which have had serious problems with transition on the market economy after a disintegration of the communism. It cooperates and operates only in countries based on democratic principles. Actually it changes and improves its purposes and strategies. The reason is that almost all countries have successful market economies so the Bank is now interested more in environment, energy and economic growth. Its finance comes mostly from entrance quotas but in case of need some resources the Bank does not use them and finds another ways of gaining them. It is also important to stress the relation between the EBRD and Slovakia. The Bank invested more than billion of EUR in our country and is still supporting many projects by finance.

The IMF and the government agree on a program of policies aimed at achieving specific, quantified goals. The EIB support new strategies in the EU environmental policy wherever possible within its environmental lending framework and the EU Member States are fully eligible for Bank financing operations, without any geographical or sectoral quotas being applied and also the EIB’s management and control structures reflect this independence and allow it to take lending decisions solely on the basis of a project’s merits, and tailor borrowing in line with the best opportunities available on the financial markets.
